














Did you know?
• Alutaguse National Park covers 44,331 hectares and was established in 2018, 

making it the newest national park in Estonia.
• It comprises several former nature reserves: the Agusalu, Muraka and Selisoo 

nature conservation areas, the Kurtna, Smolnitsa, Jõuga, Iisaku, Struuga and 
Mäetaguse landscape conservation area and the special conservation area of the 
upstream part of Narva River.

• Located in the Alutaguse lowlands, the national park is best described by its large 
proportion of natural landscapes and the sparsest human population of anywhere 
in Estonia.

• Mires make up a total of 54% of the surface area of the national park, while 
woodland accounts for around 42%.

• The Agusalu and Puhatu bog complex is one of the last sizeable transitional mires 
in Estonia. In addition, Alutaguse is the location of the only inland sand dunes in 
Estonia.

• The landscape with the highest concentration of lakes in Estonia as well as the river 
with the greatest flow rate can also be found in Alutaguse, as can Estonia’s longest 
sandy beach and dunes that stretch along the northern shore of Lake Peipus.
